Exciting Changes at the HBGRR Sanctuary!

o coin a phrase, “If you build it, they will give.” Just as in Field of Dreams, the Homeward Bound sanctuary is experi-

encing a kind of unexpected blessing in the upcoming remodel of our doggie dorms. The kennel remodel came
about as part of a dream. We were in the process of remodeling parts of the ranch, thanks to grants and contributions
from our supporters. We were happy to be able to improve the facilities for the sake of the dogs. All the volunteers care
so deeply about the welfare of the dogs, and the dream to make their lives more comfortable is now becoming a reality.
We wanted to improve the “doggie dorms,” the half of the barn that houses the dogs. We wanted to put in a new epoxy
floor which will be bacteria resistant and easier to clean, and new kennels and comfy beds which fold down out of the
wall. Our desire and dream were huge, but our resources were limited.

From this dream was born the Homeward Bound Kennel Sponsorship idea. Each kennel cost $1,000 to sponsor, with
three larger kennels being sponsored at $2,000 each. We shared our dream with our volunteers, and to our delight, they
responded! Some people sponsored individually and some people combined funds to sponsor a kennel together. The
result was that in just a few weeks, all the kennels had sponsors! We still need funds for the floor, paint, plumbing, and a
few other items, but we could not have done anything without the generosity of the Homeward Bound family. One of our
greatest needs remaining for this project is temporary foster homes.

The remodel is slated to happen just after Thanksgiving. It will take about two weeks of concrete work and kennel con-
struction to complete. One of our remaining challenges is where to house the dogs while their doggie dorm is being re-
modeled. You can help by donating funds for the flooring and plumbing or by fostering one of our dogs during the re-
model.

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Teaching Your Dog His New Name and to Focus

Names are very important to humans. They are part of our identity; they
signify who we are and how others know us. It is different in the canine
world. Dogs identify each other by smell and energy. Although the names
we give them are important to us, they mean nothing to them when it
comes to being part of their identity. Many of the dogs adopted from
Homeward Bound are given new names, and this article will show you how
to teach your dog to respond to the name you have given him or her. The
same technique is also used to teach your dog to focus on you when you
say a certain word.

To begin with, you'll want to get some yummy treats that are quick and

easy to eat. Dog food or hard crunchy treats are not recommended. You

want something they can eat quickly that they will love and really want to

get. We use Natural Balance lamb sausage rolls cut into small pieces. Put

3 or 4 pieces in each of your hands and let your dog see that you have
them. Sit in a chair and have your dog
come over to you . If he knows the sit
command, have him sit in front of you. He
will start off by sniffing and licking at your
hands, trying to get the treats. Say your
dog's name calmly and clearly every 3
seconds.

THE INSTANT your dogs looks up at you

and makes eye contact, in a happy voice

say either "Good" or "Yes," and then give

your dog a treat. Repeat. The word is the

main marker, the treat the secondary and
reinforcing marker. You are teaching your dog that good things happen when he hears that word and looks at you.
For naming, it is teaching your dog that when you say his/her name, he is to look at you because something good
(e.,g, affection) will happen if he does. He learns to associate his name with good things. Likewise, for focus train-
ing, it teaches your dog to look at you when you say the word. This is very handy when you want him/her to watch
you and not a distraction like another dog, squirrel, rabbit, cat etc. Continue this for several minutes and if possible
do twice a day for several weeks.

Note: NEVER EVER use your dog's name to call him/her to you to be disciplined.
You always want the use of his name to be a positive experience.

After your dog is responding and starts just looking at you and not your hands,
make it a bit more challenging before you reward him. Say "Yes/Good" immedi-
ately but don’t give him a treat until he has kept eye contact for a couple of sec-
onds. Slowly increase the duration, making him think and work harder for the treat.
Once he is doing this consistently, take him for a walk in a quiet area and say his
name or your focus word with him walking by your side. Reward immediately with
praise and a treat.

Another variation is to follow the above steps but do it standing with your hands at
your side or stretched out wide (with yummy treats in each hand). This is an excel-
lent way to have your dog look up to you and focus on what you are doing. Once
your dog is doing this well in a quiet environment, try taking him to a place with a
few mild distractions. Dogs love challenges, and working for the reward is some-
thing they will love doing. And remember to keep it fun!
